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Abstract

Write an extended abstract of 1-2 pages including the background, objectives, methods used, research results and impacts of your study. 

Please include the following four sub-headings and their accompanying explanations:

· Purpose

· Design/methodology/approach

· Findings

· Originality
In addition, the following three sub-headings are optional and can be included, if applicable:
· Research limitations/implications

· Practical implications

· Social implications

The abstract should be informative. Tell the reader what the research was about, how it was undertaken and what was discovered, but not how the paper is organized. The main findings must be summarized. Do not commence with "this paper…", "this report…" or similar. It is better to write about the research than about the paper. Similarly, do not explain the sections or parts of the paper.

Avoid sentences that end in "…is described", "…is reported", "…is analysed" or similar. These are simply too vague to be informative. Do not begin sentences with "it is suggested that…", "it is believed that…", "it is felt that…" or similar. In every case, the four words can be omitted without damaging the essential message. 
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
